MISHA’S VINEYARD “The High Note” Pinot Noir 2022

“Bright, perfumed aromas of wild raspberries, strawberry puree, citrus peel and pencil shavings. The palate
is medium-bodied with finely integrated tannins and vivid acidity, showing cranberry, citrus-peel and
cinnamon-bark flavors. Refined, pure and polished. Drink or hold. Screw cap.” (95 points)

MISHA'’S VINEYARD “Verismo” Pinot Noir 2019

“Aromas of wild raspberries, dried strawberries, citrus peel, pencil shavings, rose petals and cinnamon
bark. The palate is medium-bodied with seamlessly integrated tannins and bright acidity, showing
cranberries, wet river stones and cedar. Tightly wound and focused, this will unravel nicely for years to
come. Drink or hold. Screw cap.” (94 points)

MISHA’S VINEYARD “Cantata” Pinot Noir 2022

“Bright and pure red-fruited aromas of cranberries, wild strawberries, potpourri and pencil shavings. The
palate is medium-bodied with firmly framed tannins and balanced acidity. Very precise, fresh and
harmonious. Drink now. Screw cap.” (92 points)

AROMATIC WHITES

MISHA’S VINEYARD “Lyric” Riesling 2022

“Aromas of lemon confit, grapefruit rind, orange blossoms and slate. The medium-bodied palate has a
creamy mouthfeel cut through with a vibrant acidity. Quite complex and well built for time in bottle. Drink
or hold. Screw cap.” (93 points)

MISHA’S VINEYARD “Limelight” Riesling 2022

“Mineral aromas of lemon peel, gunsmoke, kerosene and orange blossoms. The palate is medium-bodied
with a textural mouthfeel from some residual sweetness, but it’s balanced by a racy acidity. Drink or hold.
Screw cap.” (92 points)

MISHA’S VINEYARD “The Starlet” Sauvignon Blanc 2024
“Aromas of jalapenos, cut grass, lemon peel and river stones. The palate is light-bodied with racy acidity
and a high-tension mouthfeel. Fresh and vibrant. Drink now. Screw cap.” (92 points)

MISHA'’S VINEYARD “The Gallery” Gewiirztraminer 2024

“Aromas of Turkish delight, lavender, anise and spiced poached quince. The creamy, medium-bodied
palate has a phenolic grip that is nicely balanced with bright acidity. Classic gewurz. A hint of residual
sweetness. Drink now. Screw cap.” (93 points)

MISHA'’S VINEYARD “The Cadenza” Late Harvest Gewiirztraminer 2024

“Aromas of Turkish delight, quince paste, baking spices, lemon tart and pureed passion fruit. The palate
is full-bodied with a viscous mouthfeel and balanced acidity. Harmonious. Drink now. Screw cap.” (93
points)
